Director Johnson called for nominations for Park District Financial Advisor for the Board for 2017.  Jim Powell moved to retain Mark Russell with Peoples National Bank as the Park District Financial Advisor. Andrew Verstraete seconded the motion. All in Favor. Motion passes 
Director Johnson called for nominations for E.E. Baker Trust Financial Advisor for the Board for 2017. Jim Powell moved to retain Clark Blair as the E.E. Baker Trust Financial Advisor. Jacque Verscha seconded the motion.  All in Favor.  Motion passes. Jim Heberer asked to have Clark Blair attend the June meeting and discuss changing investments as he would like to see a little more growth in the Trust.
Director Johnson called for a motion to leave or change the Committees for 2017.  Jim Powell moved to replace Al Salisbury with Andrew Verstraete on the Committees for 2017. Andrew Verstraete seconded the motion.  All in Favor. Motion passes.
Director Johnson called for a motion to leave or change authorized signatures on all People’s Bank Accounts for 2017. Jim Powell moved to change the authorized signatures on all People’s Bank Accounts for 2017 to replace Al Salisbury with Andrew Verstraete. Jacque Verscha seconded the motion.  All in Favor.  Motion passes.
Director Johnson called for a motion to return to the regular meeting and turn the meeting over to re-elected President Jim Heberer. Jim Powell made a motion to return to the regular meeting.  Jacque Verscha seconded the motion.  All in Favor. Motion passes.
